and lectures at the Zelman Cowen School of Music at Monash
University.

Renee is one of Melbourne’s leading practitioners of the
Kodaly music education philosophy and in 2016-17 had the
privilege of attending Kodaly Institute of the Liszt Ferenc
Academy of Music in Kecskemét, Hungary. She received an
award for excellence in Australian Kodaly-inspired Music
Education in 2022. Renee recently completed an Honours
degree in choral and orchestral conducting at the University of
Adelaide under Dr Carl Crossin and Dr Luke Dollman. She also
holds a Bachelor of Music from the University of Queensland
and a Master of Teaching from the University of Melbourne.

In addition to her work with The Yarra Voices, Renee regular
performs with Melbourne choirs such as Polyphonic Voices,
Consort of Melbourne and Divisi Chamber Singers. She is also
the artistic director of Alta Collective and has led the
ensemble to recognition for its innovative approach to
chamber vocal music. Their recording of Juliana Kay’s Earth
Shaped Hearts was nominated for APRA AMCOS 2024 Choral
Work of the Year and was also released by ABC Classic on
their 2025 Women of Note album.
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
